Terms of Reference
English Language Teacher Trainer
Background:

The United Nations Interregional Crime and Justice Research Institute [UNICRI] is one of the global Research and Training Institutes of the United Nations. UNICRI is a leader in training and advanced education in the area of Crime Prevention and Criminal Justice and is a leading UN agency and source of applied research, documentation, training and networking in relation to crime prevention and justice reform.  

UNICRI is running a Programme at the Faculty of Law and Political Science (FLP), National University of Laos in Vientiane, Lao PDR, to provide permanent assistance to the Lao Government. The main aim of the Programme is to promote the development of an active learning organization strengthening human resources, curricula and legal education teaching methodology in the Higher Education System, thus reinforcing the Rule of Law.

In order to continue the work on upgrading English language proficiency among Faculty students the project is now looking for an English Language Teacher Trainer (ELTT). The ELTT will be working closely together with the almost 15 English language teachers who are responsible for teaching students. The ELTT should assist them in upgrading their language proficiency, their teaching methodology, revising the curriculum used, and in regard to planning of how resources are being used. Special focus should be given to the efforts to continued development of the ESP courses in Law and International Relations that are being taught at the Faculty. The ELTT is an advisor to the division and not by any means a staff member of the Faculty, the responsibility for improvements vests with the English language division and the Faculty.

Within the framework of the Training and Advanced Education Unit Programme in Lao PDR “Strengthening the Rule of Law through Legal University Education in Laos”, the Incumbent, under the overall supervision of the UNICRI LETA Programme manager and in close consultation with the Executive Officer for Applied Research Programmes will carry out the following activities:
· Give advice on a regular basis upon demand to the English teachers in all questions relating to teaching strategies and methodology;  

· Advise teachers when arranging placement tests and when planning, designing, setting and assessing exams;

· Carry out classroom observations and provide feedback to teachers;

· Organize and carry out workshops and teaching demonstrations for faculty staff;

· Assist in developing the curriculum towards English for Specific Purposes (ESP) i.e. Legal English, English for International Relations;

· Serve as a resource person for the English teachers when planning, carrying out and evaluating teaching thus assisting them in their ongoing professional development;

· Advise English teachers on how to make better use of various kinds of learning resources and provide support when exploring new learning resources;

· Propose training efforts and other measures to be taken in order to upgrade the methodology skills of the English teachers;

· Comment on development plans and proposals concerning English teaching made by the Faculty;

· Promote the exchange of knowledge between the Faculty staff and others in the field of English teaching methodology both within and outside the country;

· Initiate language-related competitions for staff and students in order to increase the interest for English studies and encourage the best students;

· Work closely with the Head of the English Language Department and provide advice in relation to plans and procedures.
· Represent UNICRI in training-related events and meetings, when needed.
