Monitor non-UN staff movements and work on the premises outside of regular office hours. Assume control of specific areas during periods of heightened security 


Oversee Security operations at the premises including all related activities to ensure compliance with security and safety procedures 


Submit reports of all alarms or malfunctions. Collect, review and submit all safety incident and building inspection reports. Prepare monthly statistical reports pertaining to safety observations


Advise the UNDSS and/or the Operations Officer and contractual staff and workers outside of regular office hours on any technical or safety related problem requiring immediate corrective action 


Monitor surveillance cameras, motion detectors and other related workstations located within the UN Building 


Undertake other duties as assigned
