The Phongsaly Alternative Livelihood and Food Security (PALAFS) project will support the efforts of the Government of Lao PDR and former opium poppy cultivating communities in sustaining opium elimination through a community centred approach that addresses alternative sustainable livelihoods development, food security, drug demand reduction, vulnerable communities, income generation as well as climate change by reducing deforestation and environmental degradation.
